
The Next-Generation Library:  Got Caffeine?

 As more and more information becomes 
available online, libraries are starting to think 
about new ways to configure their physical 
space for the needs of 21 st-century learners. 
One trend that has emerged in recent years, 
inspired by bookstore chains like Borders and 
Barnes & Noble, is that of opening a library 
coffeeshop. The logic goes that students are 
more likely to spend an afternoon studying in 
the library if they can relax in comfortable           
furniture and sip on a latte while they read. 
They become less likely to see the library as a 
ñtransactionalò space and more likely to see it 
as a place where they can linger and feel             
welcome and develop the research skills they 
need.  

 Back in October, the ICC Library applied 
for a grant from the Southeast Kansas Library 
System to help fund a library coffeeshop here 
at ICC. We plan to repurpose a small storage 
room in the northeast corner of the library as 
the coffeeshopôs serving area, and then add 
additional seating along the east wall ð
including outdoor seating on the balconies that 
look out over the Student Union and the           
practice fields! We put together our grant          
proposal with the help of Professor Kevin 
OôNeill and ICC student Virginia Rash, who           
produced the drawing of the proposed serving 
area featured on this page.  

 I am pleased to announce that we were 
awarded the maximum available amount under 
the guidelines of the grant, $3,500, and that 
ICC was the only college or university in    
southeastern Kansas that was selected as a 
grant recipient. With these grant funds in 
hand, we will be in a position to move ahead 
on the coffeeshop project over the next several 
months, soliciting bids for vendors to run the 
shop and starting to purchase equipment. Our 
goal is to have the coffeeshop open for             
business by the fall of 2009.  

 Now, $3,500 is a great start, but we          
estimate that it is going to cost about $12,000 
to get the library coffeeshop off the ground. As 

of this writing, we are more than halfway 
there. Would you, the friends and alumni of 
ICC, consider helping us to close that gap and 
get us across the finish line? Your contribution 
would be an investment in modernizing the 
ICC Library and creating a new kind of social 
space for students on campus. The ICC            
Foundation has graciously agreed to accept 
contributions toward the project, so please 
consider sending in a donation ðeven if itôs just 
$10 or $20. With your support, weôll be able to 
reach out to our students in a new way and 
position ourselves as a truly next -generation 
library.
