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The Next Generation Library:                                        
Something New Brewing 

On Tuesday, August 18, an idea              
that started taking shape some eighteen 
months ago finally became a reality.                  
AneMae’s, an   Independence coffeeshop              
located near the corner of Main and Tenth, 
officially opened a satellite store on the            
campus of ICC.  The new location, known as 
anemae’s@thelibrary, promises to position 
the college library as a vibrant center of  
campus life. It also marks a proud new              
chapter in the history of collaboration                 
between Independence Community College 
and the Independence small business               
community. 

anemae’s@thelibrary represents a 
unique partnership between a public                
educational institution and a locally owned 
business. ICC, backed by grant funding from 
the Southeast Kansas Library System,               
provided the resources and manpower to 
renovate the coffeeshop serving area.                
AneMae’s contributed most of the specialized 
coffee equipment, including a high-quality  

espresso machine from Italy. With additional 
support from individual donors and from the 
ICC Foundation, the coffeeshop was able to 
open for business in time for the first day of 
the fall semester. 

The library coffeeshop serves a range 
of drinks, from freshly brewed coffee (roasted 
in Tulsa) to iced tea and hot chocolate. 
Coaches have expressed an interest in the  
selection of smoothies, which are made from 
a 100% fruit puree and are fortified with           
protein powder. During the shop’s first day of 
operation, we saw students picking up a quick 
cup of coffee on the way to class, but we also 
saw ICC English instructor Marsha Hayes 
warm up her laptop and linger for an hour as 
she sipped her drink. With the worst of the 
summer heat behind us, we’re also looking 
forward to seeing library patrons out on the 
library balconies, enjoying the fall weather 
and the eastward view of the ICC campus. 

As the director of the ICC Library, I 
want to thank everyone who was involved              
in getting this project off the ground. I also 
want to extend a warm invitation to anyone 
and everyone to come out and see the new 
store. You don’t have to be an ICC student           
or staff member to use the ICC Library, and 
we would love to see the library coffeeshop as 
a jumping-off point for community members 
eager to see what else the campus has to           
offer. Our doors are open, and while our 
hands are a little jittery, we’re excited to see 
where this new partnership can take us.

Since 1968, the ICC Foundation (ICCF) has 

raised funds for scholarships to recognize su-

perior leadership, academic achievement, 

and  community service among ICC students 

and assist them with unmet financial needs.  

The ICC Foundation is a 501(C)(3) non-profit    

foundation organized under Kansas law and 

is fiscally and organizationally separate from   

Independence Community College. 

Each year, the ICC Foundation provides 

$75,000 to ICC to fund student scholarships.  

To help grow scholarship funds, the ICC 

Foundation sponsors fundraising events in an 

effort to enhance our scholarship programs.  

While endowments and planned gifts guaran-

tee future funding sources for the ICC Foun-

dation, monies raised through events will 

provide immediate financial support to ICC
